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Rashi wrote commentaries on most of the Tanach and most of the Talmud.

Rashi’s primary focus was on the pshar [plain meaning] of the text.

Rashi’s is the first commentary Torah students learn in yeshiva.

Several miracle legends surround the birth of Rashi.

Rashi’s commentaries had a profound influence on Christian scholars in the 12"~17" centuries.
