Exodus 28:33-37 

“You shall make on its hem pomegranates of blue and purple and scarlet material, all around its hem, and bells 
of gold between them all around: a golden bell and a pomegranate, a golden bell and a pomegranate, around the 
hem of the robe.”  
 

Exodus 39:24-26  

On the hem of the robe they made pomegranates of blue and purple and scarlet yarns and fine twined linen. 
They also made bells of pure gold, and put the bells between the pomegranates all around the hem of the robe, 
between the pomegranates – a bell and a pomegranate, a bell and a pomegranate around the hem of the robe 
for ministering, as Adonai had commanded Moses.  
 
 

 
 

 

Isaiah 6:1-4

robe filled the Temple [or “palace”]. Seraphim were stationed above Him. Each had six wings: with two he 
covered his face, and with two he covered his feet, and with two he flew.
